
East Texas 2012 

       The forest sector directly contributed $5.7 billion in industry output and employed 18,950 

people with a payroll of $1.4 billion in the East Texas.  The region received $1.9 billion directly from the 

forest sector through payroll, other employee compensation, and property taxes. Including direct, 

indirect, and induced impacts, the forest sector had a total economic impact of $9.5 billion in industry 

output and supported 39,835 jobs with a payroll of $2.6 billion.  Every job created in the sector resulted in 

another 1.10 jobs in the region.  Every dollar generated in the sector contributed an additional 67 cents to 

the rest of the regional economy. 

Economic Impacts of the Forest Sector in East Texas 

 In 28 county of the region, the value of harvested timber was among 

top two agricultural commodities in 2007. 

 The forest-based industry was one of the top 10 manufacturing 

sectors in the region in 2012.
